INSPECTION

Besides following the Safety, Lubrication and How to Operate... instructions found on pages 2 - 9, Maasdam also
recommends the periodic inspection of your tool. The American Society of Mechanical Engineers has developed

such an inspection schedule. Make this practice part of your regular maintenance!

Visual Inspection
The operator should visually inspect the tool before each use, looking at...

1) all moving mechanisms for interference with proper operation

2) hooks and latches for deformations, chemical damage,
cracks and wear

3) hook latch for proper operation/attachment

4) wire rope for fraying, kinking, corrosion, efc.

5) levers for bends, cracks or other damage

6) damage to the support for the hoist

7) make sure all moving parts are properly lubricated

Written Inspections
Athird party inspection, with recorded results for confinuing evaluafion, should
be conducted regularly on each tool. The frequency depends on use - Dally to
Weekly: every 3 months; Weekly to Monthly: every 6 months; and Monthly:
once a yea.

1) Loose holts, nuts or rivets

2) Evidence of worn, corroded, cracked or distorted parts
3) Evidence of damage to hook retaining nuts or callars
4) Evidence of wom pawls, cams or ratchets

5) Evidence of wamning label

6) End connections of wire rope
